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Rudenko N. Developing to culture of international relations of foreign students in 
policultural educational environment of universities

In today’s world of rapidly developing contacts between countries, at the same time 
the flow of young people from one country to another is increasing. Among many problems in 
this educational, there is a problem of foreign students’ adaptation to Ukrainian society.

A theoretical problem analysis of culture of youth international relationships has 
shown that it is necessary to improve and update the educational process systematically by 
creating necessary conditions for a constructive international dialogue.

There are the following conditions to form culture of international relationships 
students: creation of a tolerant multicultural educational environment that contains a variety 
of cross-cultural situations; favorable ethno-social and psychological climate, 
ethnopedagogical students education to broaden and deepen ethnic and cultural knowledge 
about other nations, ways of cross-cultural interaction, organization of intercultural 
education through the integration of the intercultural aspect into the university curriculum 
and others.

An analysis of the scientific literature gave the possibility to identify concepts 
revealing students international relationships: “multicultural educational environment of 
university”, “culture of international relationships”, “ethnically oriented personality”, 
“mentality of tolerance”, “intelligence of international relationships”.

The following principles of the culture of international students relationships in 
multicultural educational environment of university are formulated. The principle 
etnocontinuity of generations with cultural values associated with the need to keep the culture 
and the cultural transmission of information to each generation. The principle of 
etnocommunication necessity no nation cannot fully develop without dialogue and interaction 
with other nations. Principle of politolerance reflects the education of tolerance attitude to a 
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person of a different nationality, which is reflected in the acceptance and understanding of 
other cultures representatives. The principle of inculturation involves the process of entering 
into human culture of his/her own culture. The principle of acculturation is the process of 
entering a person in a different culture, the formation of abilities to understand, accept and 
respect cultural differences, cultural pluralism development. The organizing principle of 
students cross-cultural activities reveals the (in) ability of each person to interact with a 
partner from a position of tolerance, empathy, recognition of equivalence of attitudes, visions 
of personality in each person, showing mutual respect, mutual recognition, correctness, co-
operation, which is very important in international ways to achieve consensus. The principle 
of showing assertiveness in international relationships is the ability of the student of any 
nationality to assert and defend their interests, achieving their goals, without causing harm to 
another person. The realization of interests of any person will be a condition of the interests 
of others, as it is in the strategy of tolerance cooperation and compromise.
