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Zyabreva S. Pedagogical potential of an orthodox christianity oriented children’s 
camp

Christian pedagogics offers a lot of variants for summer vacation organization to be 
considered by parents. One of them is a children’s camp oriented at Orthodox Christianity.

Nowadays the level of scientific and methodological understanding and support for 
Orthodox Christianity oriented children’s camps leaves much to be desired. Studying the potential 
for children’s camps of the type, open for both churched and unchurched children, is a totally new 
social-pedagogical phenomenon in need for further studies. The objective of the article lies in 
investigation of pedagogical potential of Orthodox Christianity oriented children’s camps.

Pedagogical goal for an Orthodox Christianity oriented children’s camp is not reduced 
to “summer recreation organization” as in common children’s holiday camp, but is focused at 
constant churching and upbringing of the rising generation in the orthodox spirit, national 
traditions and achieving skills and rules of virtuous Christian life by children. Pedagogical 
opportunities of the camps are really vast: keeping children safe from profane passions, from 
entertainments destroying inner peace and inner world; upbringing in quietude and privacy; 
applying interactive educational techniques in Orthodox Christianity oriented children’s camp 
for common space creation involving both tutor and child in the same measure and enabling 
trustful dialogue full of conscious Christian context; narrative-activity games; camp counselors, 
personally participating in all the camp activities and serving as an example of attitude to the 
duties. The article covers some peculiarities of Orthodox Christianity oriented children’s camps 
organization.
