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Plachynda T. Professional training of future aviation specialists in neighboring 
countries

This article describes the requirements to candidates who plan to study in flight 
educational establishments in neighboring countries such as: Republic of Kazakhstan, 
Turkmenistan, Belorussia, Moldova and Tatarstan.It is developed the main principles of future 
aviation specialists training. It is said that first of all cadets must undergo theoretical training in 
flight school and to pass all necessary exams before they start implementing practical actions. It 
was paid the attention to practical training of future civil aviation pilots. Regarding the 
documents of the International Civil Aviation Organization concerningthe ensuring flight safety, 
each flight school requires future pilots to fly at least 40 hours. In order to perform qualitative 
preparation of cadets for flight missions in accordance with the predictable future exercises of 
the flight days, pilot-instructor conducts propaedeutic preparation for the flight which includes: 
flights analysis of previous flight day; informing the cadets about the tasks for the next flight 
day; investigation techniques flight implementation; independent preparation of cadets; training 
in the cockpit or on the simulator; control of readiness for flight and other. The attention is 
focused on the fact that training on simulators plays an important role in the process of 
preparation the future aviation specialists. Indeed aviation simulators allow, while being on the 
ground, to learn the peculiarities of the operation of the aircraft, and it is demonstrated by the 
global practice of aviation simulators usage, which proved the high efficiency and qualityof 
cadets’ pre-flight training
