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Pavlenko M. The role of a high school teacher in the formation of civic future 
teachers

The article considers the problem of formation of citizenship of future teachers as one 
of the leading problems of modern education. The role of high school teacher in the formation 
of citizenship of future teachers is under consideration in axiological, epistemological and 
praxeological sense. The priority role in shaping citizenship is given to teachers. So, the basic 
requirements to the personality of teacher were highlights. The teacher should have a system
of motives, knowledge, skills, personality traits that define its social maturity and ensure the 
effectiveness of the exercise of civic education and civic formation of future teachers. The 
main tasks of a teacher of high school include:

– To educate students in the national and universal values;
– To learn to think critically and be aware of the responsibility for their actions;
– Shape the moral virtues, humanity, sense of compassion, the ability to altruism; -

Produce uncompromising attitude to violations of democratic society;
– Knowingly responsible attitude to their duties towards society and the state;
– Develop the emotional culture of future teachers;
– Develop leadership skills, initiative, will;
– Develop civic consciousness and feelings, as well as providing opportunities to 

gain experience in their implementation activities;
– Training of high level of self-awareness, self-respect, objectivity judgments edu-

cate willingness to make decisions and take responsibility for them;
– Develop important qualities such as patience, flexibility, ability to compromise,

ability to correct mistakes and accept different points of view.
It has been determined that the citizenship of teacher is a complex integrative category

which is predetermined by social role of the teaching profession and the specifics of his
profession.

The conclusions stated that the teacher of higher educational institutions must dili-
gently teach his academic discipline, creating in this process the world view of students, a 
system of their moral values and taught them to think critically, because this is extremely im-
portant in today’s conditions. His work in close collaboration with the entire teaching staff 
should be directed to the formation of a true professional and informed citizen. In a political
crisis that has caused the fragmentation of our nation and shaken the democratic principles of 
society only fruitful efforts of teachers of humanitarian and science cycles can bring the per-
sonality of student to the level of citizen and to teach him to show the right citizenship.
