Gumenyuk S. The Teachers’ Survey Concerning the Forming a Productive 
Pedagogical Thinking of the Future Physical Training Teachers

This article analyzes the teachers’ survey results concerning the forming a productive 
pedagogical thinking of the future physical training teachers and the usage of the innovative 
pedagogical techniques during their training. It is considered that teachers are unanimous 
about the formation of the productive pedagogical thinking and the usage of the innovative 
teaching technologies is appropriate and important in the training of the future physical 
education teachers. But at the same time, in practice, almost half of the teachers observed the 
reproductive style of thinking in solving problems. Despite the absolute importance of 
supporting teachers thinking, only 6% of teachers were able to correctly identify statements 
that characterize productive pedagogical thinking. The quality of the acquired knowledge and 
skills in the theoretical and practical training in high school, in the teachers’ opinion, ensures 
the formation of a productive pedagogical thinking their graduates, on average, only 50%. 
More than half of the respondents (57%) confirms the usage of the innovative educational 
technologies in the professional training of the future physical education teachers. In 
contrast, less than half of the teachers are able to call innovative technologies that they use in 
the preparation of their students. Basically, they are reduced to information and computer 
technology education.

The survey of the teachers, who are directly involved in professional training of the 
future physical education teachers, has contributed not only to clarify the situation, but also 
to have a wide discussion about the major issues and identify the effective ways to improve 
the practical work and the quality of forming the productive pedagogical thinking.
