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Turska O. Formation of Senior Citizenship in Youth Organizations
The article explores the process of formation civil position of senior pupils in the work of 

youth organizations. The author reveals the practical experience of Zaporozhye regional youth public 
organization “Youth Police Academy” on the formation civil position of senior Zaporozhye schools.
