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Zhyhir’ V. The Integration of Content of Management and Pedagogical Training

of a Future Teacher as an Education Manager
The necessity of integrating of content of management and pedagogical training of a

future teacher as an education manager is justified in the article.
Based on the analysis of teacher’s professional work it was made a conclusion that as a

manager of education he needs not an overview acquaintance with the basics of management
sciences but a depth study of management disciplines, including integrated ones, in close rela-
tionship with educational issues. In this regard, the possibilities of interdisciplinary integration
of psycho-pedagogical and management disciplines were considered.

The practice testifies, that knowledge, ability and skills, professional and personal
qualities cannot be formed at a sufficient level, if a unified integrated basis is not founded in
the content of education. The module of integrated disciplines of psycho-pedagogical and
management cycle of normative and variable blocks of curriculum act as mentioned above
basis. The content of these integrated courses should have a universal nature and answer the
problems of education manager’s future professional work.

As an education manager’s professional activities related to the solution of various
problems and situations, with the adoption of effective solutions, the main purpose of the
professional and educational disciplines is his preparation for the real working conditions.

A sequence of content integration of courses based on modular construction of the learning
process, which are introduced in training of students of educational qualification of “Bachelor”,
educational discipline 0101 “Teacher Education” in all areas of training is also exposed in the ar-
ticle. In particular, these are integrated modules for standard psychological and pedagogical sub-
jects and elective courses of Universities: “The teacher a manager of education” (to discipline
“Introduction to the specialty”), “Psychology of Management”, “Pedagogical Psychology Man-
agement” (to disciplines “Psychology” “Developmental and Educational Psychology”,
“Educational Psychology”), “The history of management education and development” (to disci-
plines “History of Education”, “History of professional education”), “Fundamentals of educa-
tional management” (to disciplines “Pedagogy”, “Professional education”).
