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Melnyk I. Professional Statement of a Future Teacher: Vital Substance
The article throws light upon theoretical aspects of a future primary school teacher. It

also gives explanation of the conception “professional statement” in its correlation with other
ones: readiness for professional development, professional activity and professional
perfection. Attention is accented on the problem, that professional becoming is a continuous
way of formation a person.

At the same time the author stresses legitimateness of scientists` conclusions
concerning the continuous and uninterrupted process of teacher`s professional becoming.

Special attention is paid to the substantial characteristic of the conception
“professional coming into being, in which the author includes two components: theoretical
and applied. The main point is in the consideration of substance the researched conception
from the position of personal, professional and working approaches.

There are some factors of influence on the professional becoming of the specialist,
such as: understanding and realization by the student the model of future professional
activity, the presence of positive motivation to professional preparation, identical self-
appreciating by the student his individual resources, qualities and professional peculiarities,
constant aspire to self-educational activity, self-realization, self-affirmation, professional
association during studying, in practice, identical educational, social and cultural
surrounding, where the student realizes himself.

On the basis of deep scientific analysis of key conceptions of researched problem the
author determined the professional becoming of a future teacher as a systematic state and
personal professional qualities of the teacher.

It is emphasized that the functional state is determined by the goal-directed process of
organized and controlled educational activity at higher educational establishments, directed
to the successes formation of professional and personal qualities of future teacher of primary
school that will give him the opportunity to work effectively.

The article stresses that professional becoming of primary school teacher has its
peculiarities’, connected first of all with the age peculiarities’ of pupils, the content of
education and the specific of professional functions.

The characteristic of researched phenomenon is considered in a correlation of
structural components: motivate-cognitive, substancial-processive, the main point of which
demands further studying.
