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Statiev S. The Current State of Training of Future Specialists in Physical
Rehabilitation for Professional Work on Konstatulate-Search Phase of the Study

A survey of the future experts in physical rehabilitation of their readiness for
professional work in the specialized schools. It was determined that the current system of
training of future specialists in physical rehabilitation for professional work in the specialized
schools is not well developed, there is no coherent science-based theory and methods of
professional training of future specialists in physical rehabilitation. The absence of
methodological, theoretical and methodological foundations of training of future specialists
in physical rehabilitation for professional work in the specialized schools.

Large number of students has no knowledge about the structure of organs, tissues of
the organism, and fiziolohichni biohimichni mechanisms of their functioning in normi,
pathology. This once again confirms the relevance of our research and the need for scientific
substantiation of training of future specialists in physical rehabilitation for professional
activities in the specialized schools.

Student survey results confirm the need for faculty members in teaching professionally
oriented subjects pay great attention to the formation of knowledge about the position holding
recreational classes.

Results of surveys of students show that the inclusion of the necessary preparation
assembly of individual rehabilitation programs at workshops professionally-oriented courses
and implementation of rehabilitation in practice the system of specialized schools.
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
