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Shorobura I. Pre-School Teachers Training in Conditions of Khmelnitskiy 
Region

The article deals with the organizing fundamentals of pre-school teachers training in 
Khmelnitskiy region. The law-making base of pre-school education realization in Ukraine is 
represented. The main adjectives of pre-school establishments work are defined (highest 
possible pupils’ coverage with pre-school education, inner potential development, subject-
practical competence formation), and main processes, aiming at pre-school quality rise as 
well (standardization and modernization of pre-school education matter, introduction of 
brand new law-making base, the improvement of control and estimation system of the pre-
school education quality, providing with the succeeding educational field). The article 
characterizes the process of pre-school field matter modernization in Khmelnitskiy region. 
The statistic data about pre-school pupils quantity are presented, as well as providing with 
the pre-school establishments basis in order to give a qualitative pre-school education to the 
youngest members of our society.

Modern realities demand to regard the pre-school teacher training in humanitarian 
pedagogical academy of Khmelnitskiy as a process of human-oriented development of 
personality, capable to react immediately on social-economical processes, own professional 
working conditions, to develop and introduce new technologies into educational process. The 
characteristic of interconnected pedagogical work components in the academy is given 
(gnostical, projective, constructive, organizering, communicative). The educational-methodic 
base for pre-school teachers training improvement is described.
