Teaching Cadets of Military Institutions of Higher Education
The article reveals the problems of foreign language teaching future military

specialists. The authors note that the aim setting of discipline “Foreign Language” is forming
the cadets’ readiness and ability for intercultural communication, and communicative
orientation of the course is to combine professional and socio-cultural orientation. It has
been proved that the cadets’ motivation of on mastering in foreign language (especially
English) or increasing their level has significantly improved. The main content of this
discipline are: language-linguistic and socio-cultural knowledge, speech and communication
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skills, and the professional communicative competence is represented by a set of skills that
are based on acquired knowledge. Learning a foreign language in a military institution of
higher education also involves knowledge of cultural elements from different countries, as
well as the important geopolitical information (geographical location, political and military
system, education system, etc.). There is a positive effect of foreign language learning to the
culture of communication, speech activity of the native language. The formation of speech
skills in a foreign language contributes to the development of all levels of verbal abilities of
students: auditory, visual and motor sensations. The students learn to plan their speech
behavior, correlating the goals of each act with the Express content and the available
linguistic tools. Exercises such as planning, abstract, abstract text, grammatical and lexical
exercises, extracurricular reading to develop skills in logical to Express their thoughts.
Professional orientation of learning a foreign language in a military institution of higher
education allows the cadets to expand career opportunities, to be ready for peacekeeping
missions in terms of foreign language communication.
