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Skyrda A. International educational initiatives and programmes supporting gifted students

The article analyzes international educational initiatives and programs for supporting gifted children and
youth, which represent current trends in the development of education in the global context. The activities of
key international organizations—-UNESCO, OECD, and the World Council for Gifted and Talented Children
(WCGTC)-are examined, as they shape global approaches to defining the concept of giftedness and
formulating policies in this field. Special attention is paid to European and national projects, in particular the
activities of the European Council for High Ability (ECHA), the Centre for Talented Youth of Ireland (CTYI),
Erasmus+ programs, as well as initiatives such as the Mensa Gifted Youth Programmes and the Singapore
Gifted Education Programme. Modern approaches to identifying and supporting gifted children are analyzed,
and the role of international organizations in shaping global policy principles in the field of gifted education is
emphasized. It is shown that international projects are aimed at creating equal opportunities for children from
different socio-economic backgrounds, developing academic language, and expanding access to innovative
learning practices. These programs make a significant contribution to shaping global gifted education policy and
determining the main directions of educational development in the context of globalization. At the same time, a
number of challenges are identified: the lack of a unified understanding of the concept of giftedness, unequal
access to programs for children from socially vulnerable groups, and insufficient integration of international
best practices into national education systems. It is argued that the experience of international programs can
serve as an important resource for building a Ukrainian model of gifted education focused on inclusiveness and
innovation. The scientific novelty of the article lies in the systematization of international educational practices
and the identification of their potential for application in the Ukrainian context. The practical significance of
the results is found in the possibility of using established strategies in the modernization of educational policy,
improving the national education system and in the creation of a favorable environment for developing the
intellectual potential of the state.
